Definice a rozsah

Schvalenim se rezervace stava zavaznou a podléha
storno a sankénim pravidlim.

Vikendy/svatky: rezervace vytvorte nejpozdéji v
pfedchozi pracovni den do 17 hod nebo kontaktujte
oddéleni Planovani pro schvaleni.

Néjemce je povinen planovat lety s pfihlédnutim k

Definitions and Scope

. This Annex forms an integral part of the Aircraft Lease

Agreement. The conditions set out herein are binding for
each and every use of the aircraft by the Lessee.
Definitions:

“Private Radar” — the internal reservation and flight
records system,

“block time” — the reserved time interval in Private Radar,
“no-show” — failure to appear for the flight without proper
cancellation,

“PIC” — Pilot in Command,

“‘AOG” - Aircraft On Ground outside the home base.

Reservations and Approval

The Lessee makes aircraft reservations via their profile in
the Private Radar system or in writing through the
Planning Department at the following contacts:

Use of the aircraft is permitted solely on the basis of an
approved reservation (status “Approved” in the Private
Radar reservation system).

Upon approval, the reservation becomes binding and is
subject to the applicable cancellation and penalty rules.
Weekends/public holidays: reservations must be created
no later than the preceding working day by 17:00, or the
Planning Department must be contacted for approval.
The Lessee is required to plan flights with due regard to
the expected flight time, meteorological conditions, and
any ground time at intermediate airports and must adhere
to the reserved (approved) aircraft usage time (block
time); exceeding the reserved time may result in a penalty.

Reservation Cancellation and Changes

. Without penalty: cancellation no later than 24 hours prior

to the scheduled flight via the Lessee’s Private Radar
profile.

Less than 24 hours: cancellation without penalty is
permitted solely due to adverse meteorological conditions
(cancellation via Private Radar). For any other reasons,
the Planning Department must be contacted; entitlement
to penalty-free cancellation does not arise.

The Lessor reserves the right to cancel the Lessee’s
reservation due to obligations arising from the
requirements for proper and safe aircraft operation.
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5. Smluvni pokuty a sankce

5.1 No-show: smluvni pokuta ve vySi ceny 1 hodiny
blokovaného letounu dle aktualniho ceniku + pfipadny
prostoj instruktora (je-li rezervovan). Vyjimky:
prokazatelna vy$$i moc nebo nahla zdravotni
indispozice, kterou nebylo mozné pfedvidat ani
ovlivnit.

6. Pozadavky na meteorologické podminky

6.1 Pronajimatel muze z bezpe€nostnich duvod
odmitnout prongjem bez nahrady, dojde-li ke zhorSeni
podminek pod minima.

6.2 Piloti <50 h PIC po PPL:
dohlednost = 8 km,
zakladna obla¢nosti = 2000 ft (600 m),
bocni vitr £ 1/2 maximalni demonstrované slozky dle
letové pfirucky.

6.3 Piloti =250 h PIC po PPL:
dohlednost = 5 km,
zakladna obla¢nosti 2 1500 ft (500 m),
bocni vitr < maximalni demonstrovana slozka dle
letové pfirucky.

7. Celodenni blokace a minimalni nalet

7.1 Rezervace > 8 hodin (Po—Pa): minimalné 4 letové
hodiny/den, nebo skute¢ny nalet, podle toho, co je
vy8Si. Rozhodny je interval rezervace v systému.

7.2 Pro vylougeni vSech pochybnosti se timto rozumi, ze
pokud letadlo bude rezervované na dobu 8h (Po—P3a)
a déle, ale nalétd méné nez 4 h za den, Najemce
pfesto uhradi minimalné 4 h pronajmu za den jako
kompenzaci za zablokovani letadla. Pokud naléta vic
nez 4 h za den, zaplati skute¢ny nalet.

8. Predani, vraceni a zabezpeceni

8.1 Predani a vraceni probiha na LKKL, neni-li dohodnuto
jinak.

8.2 Pred letem provedte predletovou prohlidku; zavady,
které jeSté nejsou evidované v systému Private Radar
sekce Squawk, nahlaste osobné oddéleni Planovani
nebo funkci Squawk v Private Radar.

8.3 Prevzetim letadla pfebirate odpovédnost za vSechny
zavady C&i poSkozeni, které byly zjist€né po nasledném
vraceni letadla, a které nebyly fadné nahlaseny pfed
letem.

8.4 P¥i opusténi letoun fadné zabezpecte.

9. Letova praxe, novy Najemce, preskoleni, kontrolni
lety

9.1 Novy Najemce: povinny uvodni briefing a vstupni
kontrolni let s instruktorem.

9.2 Pokud Néjemce pfed zahajenim najmu neletél
samostatné na daném typu letadel je vyZadovano
preSkoleni na typ pfed prvnim sélo letem v rozsahu
nezbytném k jeho bezpe&nému provozu;

9.3 Pokud je celkovy nalet Najemce pfi podpisu smlouvy
niz8i nez 50 hodin jako PIC, mlze Pronajimatel
pozadovat kontrolni let s instruktorem;

Contractual Penalties

. No-show: contractual penalty equal to the price of one (1)

hour of the blocked aircraft according to the current Price
List, plus any instructor downtime (if an instructor was
booked). Exceptions apply only in cases of proven force
majeure or sudden medical incapacity that could not have
been foreseen or prevented.

Exceeding Block time: a flat penalty of CZK 5,000 plus
payment of the actual flight time according to the Price
List; the amount of the penalty corresponds to the
expected damage incurred by the Lessor due to the
operational consequences of delayed aircraft return, in
particular disruption of other pilots’ training and instructor
downtime.

Meteorological Requirements

. For safety reasons, the Lessor may refuse the rental

without compensation if weather conditions deteriorate
below the prescribed minima.

Pilots with < 50 hours PIC after PPL:

visibility = 8 km,

cloud base = 2000 ft (600 m),

crosswind < % of the maximum demonstrated crosswind
component stated in the Aircraft Flight Manual.

Pilots with = 50 hours PIC after PPL:

visibility = 5 km,

cloud base = 1500 ft (600 m),

crosswind < the maximum demonstrated crosswind
component stated in the Aircraft Flight Manual.

Full-Day Blocking and Minimum Flight Time

. Reservations exceeding 8 hours (Mon—Fri): minimum of 4

flight hours per day or the actual flight time flown,
whichever is higher. The decisive factor is the reservation
interval recorded in the system.

For the avoidance of doubt, this means that if the aircraft
is reserved for 8 hours (Mon—Fri) or longer but flies fewer
than 4 hours per day, the Lessee shall nevertheless pay a
minimum of 4 rental hours per day as compensation for
blocking the aircraft. If more than 4 hours are flown per
day, the actual flight time shall be paid.

Handover, Return and Securing

. Aircraft handover and return take place at LKKL, unless

agreed otherwise.

Prior to the flight, a pre-flight inspection must be carried
out; any defects not yet recorded in the Private Radar
system (Squawk section) must be reported either in
person to the Planning Department or via the Squawk
function in Private Radar.

By accepting the aircraft, the Lessee assumes
responsibility for all defects or damage identified upon
subsequent return of the aircraft that were not properly
reported prior to the flight.

Upon leaving the aircraft, it must be properly secured.

Experience, New Lessee, Type Training and Check
Flights

New Lessee: mandatory introductory briefing and initial
check flight with an instructor.

If the Lessee has not previously flown solo on the specific
aircraft type prior to commencement of the rental, type
training is required before the first solo flight, to the extent
necessary for safe operation.

If the Lessee’s total flight experience at the time of signing
the Agreement is less than 50 hours PIC, the Lessor may
require a check flight with an instructor.
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9.4 Pokud Najemce nelétal s danym typem letadla dobu
delSi nez 3 mésice je pozadovan kontrolni let s
pilotem Pronajimatele. Pronajimatel muze vyjimeéné
pisemné povinnost prominout;

9.5 Safety briefing: je pozadovan minimalné 1x ro¢né
(neplati pfi pravidelném mési¢nim najmu).

9.6 Veskeré sluzby jsou uctované Najemci dle aktualniho
Ceniku dostupném na webu: www.blueskyaviation.cz
(Sluzby — Cenik);

9.7 Kontrolni let Ize, kde je to vhodné, logovat jako PIC.

10. Lety mimo CR, AOG, zaznamy o letech

10.1 Lety mimo CR jsou mozné pouze po pfedchozim
schvéleni Planovanim (e-mail/SMS postacuje).

10.2 V pfipadé AOG neprodlené kontaktujte Planovani a
postupuijte dle pokyn(l. Veskeré naklady spojené s
AOG mimo domovskou zakladnu, s vyjimkou pfipadd,
kdy byly zpisobeny technickou zavadou, za kterou
Najemce nenese odpovédnost, hradi Najemce.

10.3 Po letu vypliite Technicky denik a odeslete hlaseni v
systému evidence letl Private Radar nejpozdéji do 12
hodin ukonéeni letu.

11. Odpovédnost za Skody a uzivani prostor

11.1 Najemce nese hmotnou odpovédnost za zapuj¢ené
pomcky (iPad, headsety apod.) a nahradi Skodu v
pfipadé nevraceni, ztraty nebo poskozeni.

11.2 Za $kody vzniklé v disledku poruseni provoznich
postupu, hrubé nedbalosti nebo imysiného jednani
Najemce, a Skody na které se nevztahuje pojisténi
letounu nebo odpovédnosti pilota, nese Najemce
Skodu v plném rozsahu.

11.3 Kancelaf/u€ebny/briefing room Ize pouzivat jen za
pFitomnosti povéfené osoby a k ucelim
pfed/poletového briefingu.

12. Provozni bezpecnost

12.1 Zakaz poziti alkoholu a omamnych latek.

12.2 Zakaz letu bez pisemného souhlasu, pokud by hrozilo
prekroceni resursu nebo planované udrzby.

12.3 Povinnost dodrzovat predpisy letist (AIP).

13. Verzovani a kontakt

13.1 Tato pfiloha je verzovana. Kazdé zvefejnéni obsahuje
Cislo verze a datum ucinnosti. Archiv verzi je dostupny
v systemu Private Radar, sekce Documents —
AIRCRAFT RENTAL PILOTS;

13.2 Dotazy zasilejte na: office@blueskyaviation.cz.

9.4. If the Lessee has not flown the aircraft type for more than
3 months, a check flight with a Lessor-designated pilot is
required. The Lessor may exceptionally waive this
requirement in writing.

9.5. Safety briefing: required at least once per year (does not
apply to regular monthly rentals).

9.6. All services are charged to the Lessee in accordance with
the current Price List available at www.blueskyaviation.cz
(Services — Price List).

9.7. Where appropriate, check flight time may be logged as
PIC.

10. Flights Outside the Czech Republic, AOG, Flight
Records

10.1. Flights outside the Czech Republic are permitted only
with prior approval from the Planning Department
(e-mail/SMS is sufficient).

10.2. In the event of AOG, the Planning Department must be
contacted immediately and the Lessee shall follow the
given instructions. Any costs associated with an AOG
event outside the home base, except where caused by a
technical defect not attributable to the Lessee, shall be
borne by the Lessee.

10.3. After the flight, the Technical Logbook must be
completed and the flight report submitted in the Private
Radar flight records system no later than 12 hours after
flight completion.

11. Responsibility for Damage and Use of Premises

11.1. The Lessee bears material responsibility for rented or
borrowed equipment (iPad, headsets, etc.) and shall
compensate for any loss, non-return or damage.

11.2. The Lessee shall be fully liable for any damage arising
as a result of a breach of the operational procedures,
gross negligence or wilful misconduct of the Lessee, as
well as for any damage not covered by the aircraft
insurance or the pilot’s liability insurance.

11.3. Offices/classrooms/briefing rooms may be used only in
the presence of an authorised person and solely for
pre-flight and post-flight briefing purposes.

12. Operational Safety

12.1. Consumption of alcohol and narcotic substances is
strictly prohibited.

12.2. Flights without prior written consent are prohibited if
there is a risk of exceeding aircraft resources or scheduled
maintenance.

12.3. Airport regulations (AIP) must be complied with.

13. Versioning and Contact

13.1. This Annex is subject to versioning. Each publication
states the version number and effective date. The version
archive is available in the Private Radar system, section
Documents — AIRCRAFT RENTAL PILOTS.
